Students who meet federal and state income eligibility requirements may be qualified to receive financial aid to help pay for college expenses. The pro-
cess for determining eligibility can take several weeks, so it is strongly recommended that students begin the process well in advance of the deadline
date. This includes submitting the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FASFA) at www.fasfa.com and submitting all required documents. Students
who have not done so will be required to pay their fees and wait for reimbursement, provided they qualify for aid.

Students must submit a LSCC application for admission before registering for classes. Since most students must complete additional steps in order to
register, it is important to submit the application early. A 48 hour processing time is required before registration is possible.

NOTE: Residency for tuition purposes is determined based on information provided on the application for admission. Be sure to submit all documenta-
tion required to determine residency at that time. Residency status cannot be changed after classes have begun.

New students must submit official verification of graduation from high school (official high school transcript or GED certificate). Transfer students must
submit official transcripts from their high school, as well as all previously attended colleges. Students who have earned credit through the CLEP or AP
exam must also have those scores submitted to LSCC directly from the College Board.
