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 Priority deadline to have your  file completed for fall 2009 is June 1, 2009. 

 Fall classes start Monday, August 24, 2009. 

 Make sure you check your account on LOIS regularly to note any changes that 

may occur (i.e. SAP status or missing documents). By doing so, you can avoid 

possible delays in the processing of your file or the possibility of being 

dropped from classes.  

 Transcripts from all previous schools must be received and evaluated before 

your financial aid can be processed. 

 Make sure you make an appointment to see an academic advisor before regis-

tering for classes to ensure you are only signing up for classes needed toward 

your degree. FINANCIAL AID WILL ONLY PAY FOR CLASSES TAKEN 

IN YOUR SELECTED DEGREE  PROGRAM. In addition, pre-requisite courses (unless they can be used as  electives in your program), 

non-degree seeking, articulation, and certificate programs are not eligible for financial aid. 

 Fall bookstore authorization dates: August 10, 2009 thru September 8, 2009.  If you have a credit balance on your account, a        

bookstore authorization (up to $1000) will be uploaded to the bookstore. Students should go to the bookstore with their class schedule 

and a picture ID to charge books against their account. 

      

 

     

The 2009 Florida Legislative Session resulted in several changes to the Florida Bright Futures    

Scholarship Program for the 2009-10 academic year.  

2009-10 Awards 

Bright Futures recipients will receive a fixed cost per credit hour award based on award level.     

Florida Academic Scholar (FAS) $78.00/credit hour, Florida Medallion Scholar (FMS) 

$78.00/credit hour at community colleges $59.00/credit hour at all other schools, or  Florida Gold 

Seal Vocational Scholar (GSV)] $59.00/credit hour. 

Florida Academic Scholars (FAS) Expense Allowance is No Longer Available 

Å The FAS college-related expense allowance is no longer available. The Florida Legislature amended Section 1009.534(2), Florida Statutes, 

by removing this provision of the FAS award. 

Repayment for Courses funded by Bright Futures that are Dropped/Withdrawn 

Å Students will be required to repay the cost of any course dropped or withdrawn after the add/drop period. 

Å Repayment for the cost of dropped or withdrawn courses is required to renew a Bright Futures award for a subsequent academic year. 

Florida Gold Seal Vocational Scholars (GSV) Remain GSV 

Å The Legislature removed the provision which allowed GSV recipients to renew as Florida Medallion Scholars. 

Å GSV students may receive funding for up to 90 semester hours. 

Renewal Criteria 

As of the 2009-10 academic year, Bright Futures recipients are required to meet new minimum credit hour requirements to renew their award 

each year. The Florida Legislature now requires full-time students to earn at least 24 semester hours, or the equivalent in quarter or clock 

hours, to renew their award (prorated for part-time students) at the end of the spring term.

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Child care assistance is available through Child Care 

Access Means Parents in School (CCAMPIS) grants 

from the US Department of Education. 

Students will select a licensed and accredited     

childcare provider that is convenient for them, and is 

willing to invoice   the LSCC Office of Financial    

Assistance for reimbursement of a portion of the     

studentôs child care expenses. Students who wish to 

seek assistance with the cost of childcare while       

attending Lake-Sumter Community College must meet 

the following  criteria and submit (documents        

identified in the steps to apply for CCAMPIS) to the 

Office of Financial Assistance on the Leesburg     

Campus. 

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

 Complete a Free Application for Federal Student Aid 

(FAFSA)   application 

 Must be Pell eligible 

 Demonstrate need as based on the FAFSA application 

 Must be a degree-seeking student 

 Must be enrolled in at least 6 hours 

 Must have at least a 2.0 cumulative grade point average 

(GPA) 

 Childcare provider must be Licensed and Accredited 

 Must submit all documents to the Office of Financial 

Assistance by the established deadline date 

The following requirements are the standards of satisfactory academic progress for   

Financial Aid students at Lake-Sumter Community College. (updated 11/24/08) 

 Students are allowed a maximum of 90 credit hours to earn a degree. This          

represents 150 percent of normal completion time of 60 credit hours. 

 Standards of academic progress are reviewed at the end of spring term each year for 

all students, except students who have previously appealed, are on  continued     

probation, transfer students, and return to Title IV students. 

 All transfer students will be reviewed at the time they admit to Lake-Sumter     

Community College prior to making any financial aid awards. 

 All students who have been approved through the appeal process will continue to   

be reviewed each semester. 

 A student is required to successfully complete 67% of the hours attempted each 

semester to progress toward a degree.     

 If a student does not complete the percentage of required hours, he/she will be 

placed on financial aid probation. By the end of a probation period, the cumulative 
(all college) hours required must be completed or the student will lose financial aid 

benefits. The suspension of benefits is effective until the student successfully com-

pletes the required cumulative hours and meets the standards of academic progress 
for completion ratio and GPA not hours completed. 

 Successful completion means receiving grades of A, B, C, D or S. Grades of I, IF, 

F, W, WI, X, U are not successful completions. 

 A new student must maintain a grade point average of 1.75 on the first 15 semester 

hours and a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 thereafter on all course work 
attempted at LSCC. 

  

 Hours for non-credit college preparatory courses will be counted toward 

financial aid eligibility. Grades received in these courses will not be used in 

calculating a grade point average; however, hours attempted will be used to 
determine the completion ratio. 

 All periods of enrollment with or without financial aid will be used in     

determining a studentôs satisfactory progress for financial aid. All transfer 
work accepted by LSCC will be included in the standards of academic    

progress calculations. 

 Students who are suspended or dismissed will lose federal financial aid    

benefits. A student may appeal financial aid suspension in writing to the 

Office of Financial Assistance, if the student feels there are extenuating  
circumstances (unplanned and beyond the students control). Students must  

provide documentation supporting their extenuating circumstances along with     

rationale on why an appeal should be granted. If an appeal is approved by the 
Office of Financial Assistance, the studentôs aid will be reinstated with   

provisions. Restrictions governing the number of remaining credit hours for 

financial aid assistance may be stipulated by the Office of Financial        
Assistance. 

 Students who choose not to file an appeal or whose appeal has been denied 

may in some cases re-establish eligibility for financial aid by meeting the 
satisfactory academic progress standards. 

 A student who seeks dual degrees (A.A., A.S., and A.A.S.) will cease to be 

eligible for any source of financial aid assistance when the student has    

attempted 120 credit hours (including remedial classes). Once a student  

receives an A.A. degree, no more funds will be available for   coursework 
applicable to the A.A. degree.

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VERIFICATION OF INITIAL  

ATTENDANCE 

In order to receive federal financial aid, students MUST attend 

each class for which they are registered at least once during the 

first two weeks of any semester. Students who do not will be 

administratively dropped from the course (s) they are not     

attending, and their financial aid award will be reduced        

accordingly.  Students who are administratively dropped due to 

non-attendance will not be permitted to re-enroll.  

 

In addition, if courses are dropped during the  semester  

(i.e. mini-semester), your financial aid may be reduced and 

could result in repayment of federal funds.  

    Students who withdraw or stop attending all 

courses prior to completing a minimum of 60 percent 

of a  semester, usually by the withdrawal deadline, 

will be   required to repay the ñunearned portionò of 

the funds   received. In addition, a  portion of the 

award that could have been used to pay for tuition, 

fees, books, and/or supplies may also need to be re-

paid to the school. The federal government provides 

for NO EXCEPTIONS to this rule. 

 

    This rule applies only to students who withdraw 

from ALL CLASSES. The rule does not apply to  

students who successfully complete  AT LEAST 

ONE COURSE in an enrollment  period. Please refer 

to the college catalog for standards of academic    

progress for financial aid recipients.
